1 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1.1  This document constitutes the report and recommendations of the Bedfordshire Police and Crime Panel in respect of the
proposed appointment of Mr Gavin Chambers to the Office of Chief Finance Officer for the Office of the Police and Crime
Commissioner and is submitted to the Commissioner in accordance with the requirements of Schedule 1 to Chapter 13 of
the Police Reform and Social Responsibility Act 2011.

1.2 Thereport recommends that Gavin Chambers be appointed as Chief Finance Officer for the Office of the Police and
Crime Commissioner

1.3 In submitting its report, the Panel would like to thank Mr Chambers for his attendance at the confirmation hearing on 17
November 2020 and to congratulate him on his appointment.

2 CONFIRMATION HEARING

2.1 On 2 November the Panel’'s Secretariat received formal notification from the Commissioner’s Office of Mr Chambers’
proposed appointment. By law the Panel is required to hold a confirmation hearing (a meeting of the Panel held in public at
which the candidate for appointment is requested to appear for the purpose of answering questions relating to that
appointment) in sufficient time to enable it to submit its report and recommendations in respect of the proposed appointment
to the Commissioner within three weeks of the day on which it received notification.
