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BOROUGH OF NORTH BEDFORDSHIRE

BYELAWS

Made under Section 41 of the
Countryside Act 1968 by
North Bedfordshire Borough Council
with respect to
Priory Marina Country Park
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In these Byelaws, ‘the Council’ mcans the
North Bedfordshire Borough Council, ‘the
Park’ means Priory Marina Country Park,
‘Waterway’ means any lake, channel or other
waters within the Park.

These Byelaws shall apply to the Park,
including all land and waterways, riverbanks,
car parks and access roads.

No person shall, without reasonable excuse,

(i) climb any wall or fence, or any tree, or any

barrier, railing, post or other erection:,
(ii) remove ordisplace any wall or fence or any
barrier, railing, post or scat, or any part of
any erection or ornament, - Or any
implement provided for use in the laying
out or maintenancce of the Park.

No person shall place or affix or cause to be
placed or affixed any advertisement, bill,
placard or notice in or upon the ground or upon
any building, wall, fence, gate, door tree, seat,
erection or ornament. .

(a) No person shall light a fire or place or
throw or let fall a lighted match or any
other thing likely to cause a firc.

This Byelaw shall not prevent the lighting
or use of a properly constructed camping
stove or cooker in any area set aside for the
purpose in such a manner as not to cause
danger or damage by fire.
(a) Nopersonshallride ordrive a mechanically
propelled vehicle on any part of the Park
where there is no right of way for vehicles.
(b) This Byelaw shall not extend to invalid
carriages conforming to the provisions of
Regulations made under the Chronically
Sick and Disabled Persons™ Act 1970,

.

(¢) No person shall park any vehicle of any
class in the Park except in a space set aside
by the Council for the parking of vehicles.

No person shall ride any bicycle, tricycle or
other similar machine in the Park other than
along any access roadway or other path
specifically designated and signed to permit
cycling.

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No person shall operate or cause to be operated
any wircless set, gramophone amplifier, tape
recorder or instrument or make or suffer
to be made any noise which is so loud or so
continuous or repeated to give reasonable
cause for annoyance to other persons in the
Park.

No person shall, without the consent of
the Council, erect a tent or use any vehicle,
including a caravan or other structure, for the
purposc of camping, except on any arca of the
Park which may be set apart and indicated by
notice as a place where camping is permitted.

No person shall, except in the exercise of any
lawful right or privilege, have in his possession
while he is in the Park any firearm unless it is so
covered with a securely fastened gun cover
that it cannot be fired.

In this Byelaw, the expression ‘fircarm’ means
any lethal barrelled weapon of any description
from which any shot, bullet or other missile can
be discharged. This Byclaw shall apply to all
parts of the Park except any thereof which is a
public right of way.

A person shall not, in the Park. drive, pitch or
chip a solid golf ball. ¥

Where any part of the Park has by notice
affixed in a conspicuous position been set apart
by the Council as a place where the usc of any
device designed or adapted for detecting or
locating any metal or mineral in the ground is
permitted, no person shall use such a device on
any other part of the Park.

No person shall cause or suffer a dog belonging
to him or in his charge to enter or remain in the
Park unless such dog be and continue to
be under proper control, and be effectually
restrained from causing annoyance to any
person, and from worrying or disturbing any
animal.

No person shall kill, molest or intentionally
disturb any animal, bird or fish or engage in
hunting. fishing or shooting or the sctting of
traps or nets or the laying of snarcs. This
Byclaw shall not prohibit any fishing which
may be authorised by the Council.

No person sshall, except in pursuance of a
lawful agrecment with the Council, turn out or
permit any animal to graze in the Park.
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No person shall walk, run, stand, sitor lie upon

(a) any grass, turf or other place where
adequate notice to keep off such.grass, turf
or other place shall be exhibited;

(b) any flowerbed shrub or plant or any
ground in course of preparation as
flowerbed for growth of any tree shrub or
plant.

No person shall remove or displace any soil
turt or plant

A person shall not to the danger or annoyance
of any other person in the Park throw or
discharge any mussile.

(a) No personshallin the Park release any jet-
propelled,  rocket-propelled  or  power-
driven modecl aircraft for flight or control
the flight of such an aircraft.

(b) No person shall cause any jet-propelled
rocket-propelled or power-driven model
aircraft to take off or land in the Park.

(¢) No person shall cause any powered model
boat to be sailed on any waterway
comprised in the Park.

In this Byelaw, the ¢xpressions

‘Model aircraft” means an aircraft which cither
weighs not more than 5 kilogrammes without
its fuel or is for the time being exempted (as a
model aircraft) from the provisions of the Air
Navigation Order.

‘Power-driven” meansdriven by the combustion
of petrot vapour or other combustible vapour
or other combustible substances or by onc or
more clectric motors or by compressed gas.

Jet-propelled  or  rocket-propelled”  means
driven by jet propulsion or by mcans of a
rocket other than by means of a small reaction
motor powered by a solid fuel pellet not
exceeding one inch in length: and

“Powered model boat” means any model boat

driven by the combustion of petrol vapour or .

other combustible substances or by one or
more clecetric motors or by compressed gas or
by jet propulsion or by means of a rocket or by
steam.

(20) Where any part of the Park has by notice

affixed in a conspicuous position been set apart
by the Council as a place where horse-riding is
permitted, a person shall not, except in the
exercise of a lawful right or privilege, ride a
horse in any other part of the Park.

(21) No person shall sell, or offer or expose for sale

or let to hire, or offer or expose for letting to
hirc any commodity or article in the Park.

(22) No person shall obstruct the flow of any drain

(23) No

or watercourse or open, shut or otherwise
interfere with  any  sluicegate  or - similar
apparatus in the Park.

person shall bathe in any  waterway
comprised in the Park exceptinanarca where a
notice  exhibited by the  Council  permits
bathing.

(24) No personshall operate or sail onany waterway

comprised in the Park any boat except in any
arca where a nofice exhibited by the Council
permits boating.

(25) No person shall iritcntionz\lly. recklessly or

negligently foul or pollute any waterway
comprised in the Park.

(26) No person shall intentionally obstruct, disturb

or annoy any other person in the proper use of
the Park or intentionally obstruct or disturb a
warden or other officer of the Council in-the
proper execution of his duty or any person or
oservant of-any personiemployed by the Council
in proper exccution of any work in connection -
with the laying out or maintenance of the Park.

(27) (a) An act necessary to the proper execution

of his duty in the Park by a Warden or
other officer or employce of the Council
shall not be an offence against these
Byelaws.

(b) Nothing in or done under any of the
provisions of these Byelaws shall in any
respect prejudice or injuriously affect any
public right of way through the Park or the
rights of any person acting legally by virtue
of some estate, right, interest or agreement
in, over or affecting the Park or any part
thereof.

(28) Every person who shall offend against any of

these Byclaws shall be liable on summary
conviction to a fine not exceeding one hundred
pounds.

The forégoing Byclaws are hereby confirmed by

the Secretary of State and shall come into
operation on the 13th day of February
1986.
