BEDFORD BOROUGH COUNCIL PROPOSES TO INTRODUCE A NEW  CYCLE 
TRACK AT DAME ALICE STREET AND HARPUR STREET, BEDFORD 

 
Reason for Proposal: 
 
As part of the Town Deal, Bedford Borough Council proposes highway improvement works in 
Dame Alice Street and Harpur Street, Bedford. This will entail the construction of new off-
carriageway cycle tracks in Dame Alice Street and Harpur Street.

A Dame Alice Street, Bedford 
(i) On the north side, extending from a point approx. 98.5 metres east of the 

eastern side of Harpur Street (in line with the boundary between nos. 1 & 3) in 
a westerly direction, crossing Harpur Street to a point approx. 14.7 metres 
west of the west side of Harpur Street.  

(ii) On the south side, extending from a point approx. 5 metres east of the 
eastern side of Harpur Street in a westerly direction, crossing Harpur Street to 
connect with the off-carriageway cycle track on the west side of Harpur Street. 

B Harpur Street, Bedford 
(i) On the west side, extending from a point approx. 11 metres north of its 

junction with St Loyes Street in a northerly direction to Dame Alice Street, 
crossing Dame Alice Street and continuing to a point approx. 12 metres north 
of the north side of Dame Alice Street.
