We work with adults with a disability across Bedford Borough whose 
independence is at risk.

There is no charge for the advice or guidance. If we signpost you 
to other services, we will be able to provide information on any 
potential costs that may occur.

We can also provide guidance and advice about where you may be 
able to apply for benefits that you may be entitled to receive.
